We are at the start of the two busiest weeks of 

the year at Rhenish.

Some information: Lessons will 

end at 12:00 on Friday. The 

Rhenish girls will be registering 

for the Festival in the Hall at 

12:00, and will be issued with 

their team/goodie bags. The 

Choir and Dance Groups will go 

across to the Bloemhof Hall for 

a dress rehearsal at 12:00.  All 

Festival Participants must be in 

either full winter school uniform, with blazers 

(cultural teams), or in full Rhenish tracksuits 

with track shoes (sports’ teams), for the formal 

Opening Ceremony at the Bloemhof Centre, by 

18:40 on Friday evening.  The Opening will 

commence at 19:00 and will be over by about 

21:00. Please arrange to fetch your girls at 

Rhenish, not at Bloemhof, to avoid traffic 

congestion. 
 

Very important: entry for spectators over the 

weekend is free, however you will only be allowed 

access by ticket or (as participant/ helper) with an 

ID tag! This is to assist with the very tight 

security we have planned for the whole Festival. 

Tickets will be in your daughter’s goodie bag if she 

is participating, or obtainable at the Rhenish 

Girls’ High School and Coetzenburg gates. Once 

you have a ticket, please hang onto it for the 

duration of the Festival. No-one without an ID tag 

or a ticket will be allowed into the venues.
