A journey that resulted in
laughter, joy, tears, fears
being overcome, new
friendships, new skills..the
list goes on.

The music was by no means
easy, and they mastered
this skill!

investigation are bound to surprise many. -r

In the experiment, learners sampled 13
different water sources, ranging from
popular bottled water brands to various ; - "
local tap water supplies. Each sample was . &3 ke
carefully tasted and assessed, and the '
results were striking. It turns out that
water is not as tasteless as one might
assume—it has distinct characteristics
influenced by its composition.

The critical factor affecting the taste of
water is the level of Total Dissolved Solids
(TDS), measured in milligrams per litre
(mg/L). TDS refers to the amount of
dissolved substances in the water,
including hydrogen, carbonate ions,
magnesium, potassium, sodium, and

sulphates. These minerals, while not

This discovery highlights
the varying quality of water from different
regions and the potential for
improvement, even in areas where water is
deemed safe to drink.
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This experiment opened the eyes of many
learners, revealing the subtle complexities
behind something as seemingly simple as
water. It also provided valuable insights
into the importance of water quality. This
issue remains relevant as we continue to
seek ways to improve public access to
cleaner and better-tasting water.

It was amazing to see such perseverance and passion amongst the team - even when some of
the games didn't go according to plan. As a young team, it can be quite intimidating and overwhelming to be competing
against girls older than you, but the team kept their composure throughout the tournament and never dropped their heads. A
special mention goes to Genevieve Ward, who made the list of top goal scorers in the tournament.

Overall, Rhenish placed 6th out of 16 teams. We are extremely proud of this result, as this was our first tournament together
as a newly selected team. We look forward to a fun and exciting season ahead, filled with success and learning.
