Rhenish Aquatics comprises - Swimming and Water Polo.

Rhenish Girls' High School has a proud tradition in the swimming pool. For as long as memory serves, our
swimming team has held the 4M (four girls' schools in the Boland - Bloemhof Meisieskool, Paarl Girls'
High, La Rochelle Girls' High and Rhenish Girls' High) swimming title. In addition, for fifteen consecutive
years Rhenish were champions of the annual Boy/Girl Gala that was hosted at the Newlands swimming
pool. Our swimmers have successfully competed at regional and national level with some going on to
compete at a junior and senior SA level too.

Water polo is hugely popular among our learners and over the years we have participated competitively
in the Boland schools' league and the Western Cape schools' league as well as at tournaments in Port
Elizabeth, Knysna and Gauteng where our teams have played against schools from all over South Africa.

Our pool was severely inadequate - both for competitive swimming and water polo - and our girls had to
train in the pool at Maties or Paul Roos and we could not host galas or water polo matches. This severely
limited our training opportunities and the development and growth of these sports at Rhenish. The
situation was further exasperated by the drought that decimated the Western Cape.

As part of our School Development Plan, an Aquatic Centre was planned and towards the end of 2018
ground was broken on this. Our Aquatics Centre was completed mid year 2020, but before our learners
could become accustomed to these incredible facilities, the global Covid-19 pandemic hit and the pool -
and school - went into lockdown.
